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Letter from the Principal 
 
Dear Parents, 
 
For a principal the most magical moment of the year happens around 30 minutes into the first day of school. Just 
as quickly as the halls are filled before school, they become completely empty except for the inevitable two or 
three lost students. The school is suddenly eerily quiet, and I breathe a huge sigh of relief. School has started; we 
all fit; and classes are underway. 
 
Teachers finally get to channel their nervous energy - yes, not just students are nervous - into actual teaching. 
More than a few have already regaled me with their latest version of a crazy dream about the start of the school 
year; even veterans have trouble sleeping the previous week. There is simply no way to get on with the start of 
school without facing a room full of students. 
 
As I walk through each classroom I try to capture the moment in my memory because it is the one-day that 
everything feels equal; no one is behind; everything seems possible. To be sure this is part illusion. Some students 
are more worried than others. Some know that school is harder for them than it is for the students sitting nearby. 
But it is not just an illusion. Virtually every student looks eager to begin. 
 
I still remember always being overdressed for the first day of school in new fall clothes even on an often-hot 
summer day. My excitement about how I looked usually disappeared by second period when I noticed that eight 
other kids bought the exact same sweater and, anyway, my appearance hadn't changed nearly as much as I hoped. 
By third period I had discarded the sweater and finally settled into the day. This year's cooler weather came as a 
welcome surprise. Our school and our students looked ready and surprisingly comfortable. 
 
There are countless details that get worked out in the first week. Lunch lines, rotating schedules, all take a back 
seat to learning how to open one's PE locker, the first big test of junior high school life. Maybe someone can 
explain to me why combination locks go past the first number when going to the second, yet go directly to the 
third number. For me it has always seemed like a devious trick designed to make early adolescence even more 
complicated. 
 
To those of you, who are new to the junior high school, welcome. To our returning customers, welcome back. My 
three most important beginning of the year reminders are: make sure that your children fasten their seat belts each 
time they get in the car; put your child's name in every item of outerwear that makes its way to the school campus; 
remember to enjoy your children during this wonderfully complex stage of their lives as much as we enjoy 
teaching them. It won't always be easy for you or for us, but it is always worth the ride.

The Counselor's Corner 
 
Summer zoomed by and here we are well into another school year.  I am available if you have concerns or 
questions about your child. Adolescence is a time of much growth and change and many of you will see your child 
become drastically different from the way they began the year, or, began junior high school.  Please feel free to 
contact me about academic concerns, adolescent parenting challenges, or social concerns.  Many of us remember 
little about junior high school because it is a stressful time in life.  I am also available to meet with your child if 
there is anything about school that is troubling them. 
 
Later in October, I will be leading our Successful Test-Taking mini-course.  This is offered over the lunch hour and is 
intended for students who struggle with anxiety or nervousness around homework completion, test-taking, or other 
school-related issues.  Call me at 934-3815 if you want more information about this experience or are interested in 
having your Blach student participate in this group experience. 
 
Our CHAC counselor this year is Alexandra Mixter.  She has experience working with adolescents and elementary 
school children in schools and treatment facilities.  You may contact her through the office or through me.  CHAC 
(Community Health Awareness Council) also offers group, individual, and family counseling at their Mountain 
View location (965-2020).  Ana Homayoun will also be with us this year.  She is working on her Master's degree 
in school counseling and will be at Blach one day each week.  Ana attended Egan so she is familiar with the Los 
Altos area.  She will be here to learn about school counseling in the middle school setting. 
 
At this time of year, I receive information about Academic Talent searches.  The University of California at Irvine 
accepts students who have scored at the 90th percentile or above on standardized testing or have qualified for 
GATE.  Students will take either the PSAT or SAT Reasoning Test. The UC Irvine program administers the PSAT 
at selected locations.   More information is available at www.admissions.uci.edu/ats/.  The Johns Hopkins Center 
for Talented Youth search is available for students who are at the 95th percentile or higher on one or more areas of 
standardized testing.  Students who qualify for this search are only able to take the SAT.  More information about 
this talent search is available at www.cty.jhu.edu.  Online applications are available for either of these talent 
searches. 
 
Should you need referrals for therapists, psychiatrists, or outside tutors, call or e-mail me and ask for a referral.  I 
am looking forward to meeting you during the 2007-08 school year!
